SYLLABUS OF ENTRANCE TEST

The syllabi for the Ph.D. entrance test for both the papers mentioned above will conform to the compulsory paper of current syllabi of Medieval & Modern History prescribed at M.A. level at Kurukshetra University, Kurukshetra. 

THE SCHEME OF THE PAPER SETTING WILL BE AS FOLLOWS 

Paper – I (Objective) will be common for all the candidates of Medieval and Modern specialization. This paper will contain 50 multiple choice type questions. The candidates will have to attempt all the questions. Each question will carry 2 (two) marks.

Paper - II (Subjective) The candidate will have to attempt all the 5 (five) questions either of the Modern specialization or of the Medieval specialization. Each question will carry 20 (twenty) marks.
