The University hostels provide accommodation to the students of University Teaching Departments/Institutes and
the two constituent colleges on the campus. Ph.D. research scholars and M.Phil. students are also admitted to
hostels. In addition to these categories, casual students who come for short duration courses i.e. I.A.S. coaching
classes and students attending Personal Contact Programme (PCP) of Directorate of Distance Education, the
players of various sports teams and Cultural activities are also provided hostel facility, if available. A complete
renovation of the Tagore Bhawan (Ph.D. research scholars hostels) has been done to provide best healthy and
academic friendly atmosphere to the students.

Rent free accommodation is provided to the blind students, dependent children of Leprosy Affected Persons (LAPSs)
on production of valid proof and the students with disability of 80% or more with family income from all sources not
exceeding Rs. 1.00 lac p.a. who seek admission to University Hostels.

All the Boys Hostels are situated in the vicinity of the main Shopping Complex, Post Office and State Bank of India.
Mess arrangements exist in all the hostels on Co-operative/contract basis. Some of the facilities which have been
provided to the residents are: LPG system of cooking in the kitchens, big size pressure cookers, geysers for hot
water in winter season, fans and power plugs in each room of the hostels, water cooler with water purifier etc., the
facility of News Papers/Magazines of national/international importance, Indoor games like carom & T.T. including
LED TV have been provided in the common rooms. Hard beds, Racks, Table-Chairs are also available to all the
inmates.

Awareness Programme on Drug Abuse and Alcoholism was organized from time-to-time in all the hostels in which

seminars and discussions with the Psychiatrists, Experts and Psychiatric Social Worker and students were
arranged.
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“Swachhta Pakhwada” event was organized from 1% to 15" September, 2017 in the Harsh Bhawan, Partap Bhawan
and Dr. Ambedkar Bhawan hostels under the supervision of Chief Warden/Wardens for spreading the message of
cleanliness among the students and surrounding areas.

In Tagore Bhawan (Ph.D. research scholars hostel) lecture series on various issues relate to contemporary social,
scientific, cultural and psycho-social problems and issues related to research work were arranged in which experts
and eminent scholars were invited to interact with the students. This programme has been arranged in evening
hours (5:30 pm to 8:30 pm) to help students and experts to interact in a free and fair atmosphere.

In most of the hostels, the students themselves manage their messes through their elected Mess-Committees and
enjoy food of their own liking. To provide hygienic food, the refined oil, milk, rice etc. of standard brands are used
for cooking in all the messes after procuring from Govt. or non-Govt. agencies.

One Ambulance remains ready round the clock for exclusive use of the students residing in the hostels. The
Ambulance remains parked near the security gate/main gate of the Girls Hostels Complex and two drivers are
available on the Ambulance round the clock.

No student unrest since the present Chief Warden has taken over the charge on 8-6-2016 as students
demands have been met with on priority.

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DEPARTMENT OF LANDSCAPE & HORTICULTURE

The Department of Landscape & Horticulture has divided the university campus into four sectors. The first sector
consists of area around administrative building, Auditorium, Exams Building, Department of Tourism &
Management, Fine Arts, Dharohar and Vice-Chancellor's Residence including Guest House and terrace wall from
Gate No. 2 to Gate No. 3.The Second sector includes the Rose Garden, University Library and the University
Teaching Departments. Third sector comprises of twelve boys hostel and thirteen girls hostels. The fourth sector is
represented by the residential area consists of different types of house for the teachers and non-teaching
employees spread over the southern and western side of the campus. Well maintained lawns, hedges and flower
beds in and around these buildings and hostels present soothing and refreshing sight to any visitors. The
landscape of the campus is appreciated by all as one of the best university of the region. Growing the new
ornamental plants of perennial and seasonal nature along with plantation of fruit trees is regularly carried out as per
need and new design.

The beautification of the campus has been main priority and developing new landscape and road berms all over the
campus has been taken up. As many as about 600 trees/plants including fruits tree and ornamental plants of
different varieties have been planted in the campus. The department has developed new lawns around Commerce
Department Building and Institute of Mass Communication.
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LAND AND FARMING DEPARTMENT

In Charge Prof. C.P. Singh

With a prime motive to follow the policy to grow more food campaign since 1965, the University has been trying its
best to make the beneficial use of vacant land on the campus. Earlier this land was used to raise Paddy and Wheat
Crop under Seed Production Programme. With the passage of time, most of the vacant land available on the
Campus has been utilized for construction of various buildings for Teaching Departments, Hostel and residential
purpose. The remaining land of about 50 acres has been given under Community Forest Project to grow medicinal
plants and orchard with a view to maintain ecological balance and also to make a pollution free atmosphere. Now
the plantation and orchard so developed are taken care by Farming Department of the University itself. The orchard
and other agro-based plants will also further increase the income of the University. One submersible pump has
been installed to fulfill the requirement of irrigation for the 20,638 plants of Jamun, Jamoia, Shesham, Neem,
Bakain, Arjun, Mango, Guava, Anwala, Phalsa, Anar, Beri and Lemon, planted under Community Forestry Project.
Last year 18275 saplings of Colonel Eucalypts were planted in six acre under Social Forestry Scheme with the help
of Forest Department.

Kurukshetra University owns land covering about 406 acres situated in different villages in District Kurukshetra,
Kaithal and Karnal which is given on license basis to the interested persons/farmers, through open auction for
agriculture purpose. Eucalypts plants in 26 acres at village Cheeka, Distt. Kaithal and in 20 acres at village Pistana,
District Karnal has been planted under Social Forestry Scheme of Haryana Government are being mentioned by
the Department. One submersible tube-well already installed in each village of Kaithal District and five submersible
tube-wells installed in Lukhi Farm, due to sharp depletion of underground water table, The University installed six
new more submersible tube-wells in villages Khushalmajra, Arnauli, Peedal, Bhoona, Agondh and Chakku Ladana,
in District Kaithal. In the village Chakku Ladana the submersible tube-well had gone out of order due to sharp
depletion of water level and increase in the salinity of water in the year 2016. It was replaced by a new submersible
tube-well at a cost of Rs. 1,62,000/- during the session 2016-17. A new submersible tube-well was installed the
University land at village Daba costing to Rs. 5,30,000/- during the session 2017-18 due to low level of in old
submersible tube-well.

The income from the outside land and auction of trees standing at campus farm during the year 2016 comes
Rs.1,40,99,000/- (Rs. One Crore Forty Lakhs Ninety-Nine thousands only). Hence net profit from the land and

Farming Department comes to Rs. 1,28,94,500/- against recurring expenditure including salary of staff for
Rs. 9,24,000/-.
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SCHEDULED CASTE/SCHEDULED TRIBES CELL

Incharge Prof. Subhash Chand

The Scheduled Caste Cell was established in the year 1984 with the financial assistance of the University Grants
Commission. The main objectives of the Cell are to look after the work of Co-ordination, Evaluation and Monitoring
of the implementation of programme/works relating to the Scheduled Caste and Scheduled Tribes
students/employees of this University and its maintained Colleges. It is the duty of the Cell to see that the
guidelines issued by the Govt. of India/University Grants Commission/State Govt. in favour of the Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled Tribes candidates are implemented effectively.

The Cell has been working as nodal agency for supplying of various types of statistical information in respect of the
students, teachers and other employees of the Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes categories in the University for
onward transmission to the Govt. of India/University Grants Commission/State Govt. from time to time after
collecting the same from various University Teaching Departments/College/Branches of the University.

The Scheduled Caste Cell remains in constant touch with various agencies of the Govt. in order to apprise the
various welfare schemes to the Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe students of the University.

Keeping in view the above objectives, the University has been carrying out welfare activities for Scheduled
Castes/Scheduled Tribes students studying in the University Teaching Departments, College of Education and
University College, Kurukshetra University, Kurukshetra during the period under report.

This Cell distributed Jackets worth Rs. 58,328/- to 123 poor and needy Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe students
during this winter season.
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UNIVERSITY EMPLOYMENT INFORMATION & GUIDANCE BUREAU

Divisional Employment Officer Smt. Urmil Sheokand

2017 Marks the completion of 51 years service by the University Employment Information & Guidance Bureau at
Kurukshetra. During this period the Bureau has assisted the students community, job seekers, parents and
guidance seekers of the other institutions in innumerable ways. This Bureau has been providing Vocational
Guidance to the youths to enable them to understand the world of work, to know about occupations and to think of
own resources in terms of their match worthiness with jobs and to set vocations as a goal and pursue for it by
selection of proper course of study. Although aim is to provide Vocational Guidance, the service rendered to
students represents a blend of help of career palling, educational planning and guidance. Often personal guidance
results in strengthening self confidence and motivation in them.

There are other important activities of this Bureau such as providing information on competitive examination
conducted by Union/State Public Service Commission, Staff Selection Commission, Banking Service Recruitment
Boards etc. The Foreign studies section with catalogues and bulletin of all leading universities in the United
Kingdom. U.S.A. Canada, Australia and other continents as been used by a good number of aspirants.

Career Information Room

As man as 21139 persons visited the Career Information Room of the Bureau during the period under review.
Individual Information

The Bureau is providing individual Information to students of the University Information on matters of choice of
Career and Courses of Study, Employment Opportunities, Scholarships/Fellowships, Competitive Examination and
other general information was provided to 1588 persons during the period under report.

Individual Guidance and Registration Guidance

Individual Guidance was given to as many as 508 and registration guidance to applicants.

Registration and Placement

3705 person were registered for employment assistance. This Bureau does not deal with the placement work.
Publication

Fortnightly Bulletin carrying career profiles, vacancy notification, competitive examinations, appointments abroad,
scholarships/fellowships offered by India/Foreign Universities as published regularly during the period of the report.
Copies of the Bulletin are sent to all the University Employment Information & Guidance Bureau in the country, all
the Employment Exchanges having Vocational Guidance Units in the State, all the affiliated colleges of Distt.
Karnal, Kurukshetra, Ambala, Panipat, Yamunanagar, Kaithal & Panchkula and all the teaching departments, and

Hostels on the campus.

An analytical Survey report was published on the Admission Terns in Kurukshetra University Kurukshetra for the
session 2017-18.

Group Guidance Talks

72 Group Guidance Talks were organized and 947 persons were benefited from these discussions.
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Advertised Vacancies

The important vacancies advertised in the news papers and employment news etc. were displayed on the notice
board of this Bureau. Those job seekers who have Govt. registered themselves with the Bureau were informed
about these vacancies by post. As many as 510 job seekers were benefited by this process. The information
about vacancies, scholarships/fellowships etc. circulated to the University by different institutes received in this
Bureau are displayed on the notice board of the Bureau.

Self Employment

Students visiting the Bureau for registration and Vocational a Guidance purpose are being motivated to take up self
employment venture. Technical trained persons are being guided for setting up small scale industries or agro
service stations. Interested persons are further helped in procuring loans from the nationalized banks.
Brochures/information bulletins/instructions regarding self employment schemes run by different agencies/
departments are being procured & displayed regularly. During this period many students were motivated.

Career Talks in Colleges Affiliated With Kurukshetra University Kurukshetra

Divisional Employment Officer In charge of the University Employment Information & Guidance Bureau visited as
many as 3 colleges/department.

Total 425 students/lecturers/teachers participated in these talks.
Unemployment Allowance/ Saksham Scheme

Under Unemployment Allowance scheme this Bureau has been provided Rs.3000/- p.m. as Unemployment
Allowance to 1450 unemployment persons. Honorarium given to 397 applicants and amount given Rs.6000/ per
month.

Live Registered
As on 31.12.2017 there are 3705 unemployment persons registered with this Bureau for employment assistance.

The Publication Bureau

The University started its own Publication Bureau in 1975 with a view to publish low-priced Textbooks for
undergraduate classes. The Publication Bureau was later on merged with the University Press and the Printing and
Publication Department was formed in 1978. The Bureau has published sixty Textbooks in English, Hindi, Punjabi
and Sanskrit Languages so far and some of them have also been reprinted. The Publication Bureau caters to the
needs of students, Regd. Book-Sellers by arranging sale of priced publications like admission forms, prospectus,
examination forms, syllabi, textbook and Hostel Rules forms.

The Bureau has also published 47 learned works of teachers in the subject of Sanskrit, Hindi, English, Linguistics,
Economics, History, Maths. and Education. With sincere efforts and efficient working of the staff as well as full co-
operation of all concerned. The working of Publication Bureau is improving every year.
